The maximum sized Bag – approximately 26” x 32” and Container – approximately 67 L
All oversized bags/containers must be tagged
Additional ‘bag tags’ for disposal of extra garbage at the curbside may be purchased at the Town Hall, the
Library, or the Nick Smith Center for $3.00
